	Reading
In English we will be reading the texts ‘Queen of the Falls’ by Chris Van Allsburg and ‘The lost happy endings’ by Carol Ann Duffy and Jane Ray. Children will make inferences about the stories based on what is being said and done in the story. They will make predictions about what they think will happen next based on what they have previously read and they will use the texts to ask and answer questions about the stories.

	Writing
Our writing will focus on the texts ‘Queen of the Falls’ by Chris Van Allsburg and ‘The lost happy endings’ by Carol Ann Duffy and Jane Ray. Children will be writing a series of diaries about significant events in Annie Edson Taylor’s life. Children will be encouraged to plan and organise their writing into paragraphs and will look at the use of commas after fronted adverbials and to clarify meaning. They will work with the staff and their peers to read through their writing and ensure that it makes sense. Children will make additions, revisions and corrections to their writing.

	Science
In Science, we will be studying the topics of Material: Mixtures and Separation’ and ‘Materials: Properties and Changes’. 
Children will be investigating how some materials dissolve into a liquid to form a solution. They will also consider how some changes form new materials and whether these changes are reversible or irreversible.

We will locate and compare physical and human features and characteristics in the Alps and compare Innsbruck to our local area.

	Art (First half of Autumn term)
We will research the portraits artists Chila Kumari and Singh Burman. Children will outline a portrait of themselves with words; varying the size, shape and placement of the words to create interest. They will create a self-portrait that represents something about themselves and will experiment with different materials and techniques.

	There are ways of interpreting texts that are held as authoritative within institutional worldviews and that some ways sacred texts were interpreted and used by institutions have been rejected over time. 
Interpretations of sacred texts can be- and often are- still applied to situations today to justify the actions of adherents and institutions. 
The same stories with the same figures can be told differently in different sacred texts and that those in religious stories can be seen as important in different ways and for different reasons
Religious art can interpret sacred texts and stories in different ways, revealing the worldview of the artist
All knowledge comes from somewhere and that ideas from worldviews can be debated and discussed 
Ideas of philosophers past and present may provide a basis upon which people choose to live their lives. What it means to live well can and will be interpreted differently and that people will draw upon different types of knowledge, values and ethics 
People have different ideas and beliefs about the self (e.g. soul/spirit and its relationship with the body), death, life after death and the supernatural/ spiritual
Religions and worldviews change over time and are shaped by people, places, the time/era, significant events and power dynamics
Positionality, place and time influence the beliefs and practices of those with religious and non-religious worldviews
Surveys and polls can reveal certain things about worldviews but not the complexities of individual worldviews
Lived expressions of worldviews can be accessed via ethnography (observation and participation) and that people can play an important role in shaping organised and institutional worldviews
