	Reading
In English we will be reading the texts ‘Troll Swap’ by Leigh Hodgkinson and ‘The Owl who was afraid of the dark’ by Jill Tomlinson. Children will make inferences about the stories based on what is being said and done in the story. They will make predictions about what they think will happen next based on what they have previously read and they will use the texts to ask and answer questions about the stories.

	Writing
Our writing will focus on the texts ‘Troll Swap by Leigh Hodgkinson and ‘The Owl who was afraid of the dark’ by Jill Tomlinson. Children will be writing a story based upon the model text and a fact sheet using information that has been gathered from a text. Children will be encouraged to plan and say aloud what they intend to write before writing. They will work with the staff and their peers to read through their writing and ensure that it makes sense. Children will make simple additions, revisions and corrections to their writing.

	Science
In Science, we will be studying the topics of ‘Habitats’ and ‘Microhabitats’. Children will be investigating the offspring of a range of animals and exploring what animals and humans need to survive and how their environment supports their survival. Children will then move to looking at microhabitats and explore the animals and plants that can be found in these habitats.

	History (Second half of Autumn term) 
In History we will be investigating the question ‘Why did Guy Fawkes try to blow up the Houses of Parliament?’. Children will find out about who Guy Fawkes was and what led him to his role in the Gunpowder Plot. They will then find out about the plot and its leaders and how they came to being discovered.

	 Geography (First half of Autumn term)
In Geography we will be thinking about whether we would prefer to live in a hot or cold place. We will use maps and atlases to locate and name the continents, the North and South Poles as well as the Equator. We will learn about some of the key physical and human features of Kenya and compare these with the UK.  The children will build upon their knowledge of the weather and identify features of hot and cold places.

	By the end of the Autumn term, your child will know:

	The world is split into seven land masses called continents 
Name the seven continents of the world
The difference between a continent and a country 
The Equator is an imaginary lie around the middle of the Earth
The Equator is much closer to the sun than the North and South Poles
The North Pole is the northernmost point of the Earth and the South Pole is the most southern point on the Earth
Different parts of the world experience different weather conditions and that these are often caused by the location of the place
Some of the physical and human features of Kenya and the UK
Some of the features of hot and cold places
	Locate all the world’s seven continents on a world map
Locate some hot and cold places of the world on a world map
Locate the Equator and North and South Poles on a world map
Locate hot and cold places around the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles
Compare the human and physical features of Kenya and the UK
Answer the question ‘Would you prefer to live in a hot or cold place?’ using their geographical knowledge and understanding







	Art (First half of Autumn term)
We will research the illustrator Quentin Blake and do a study of his illustrations and techniques. Children will develop their mark making skills and explore a wider range of tools. They will experiment with creating patterned surfaces to add texture and detail to drawings.

Children will learn about Christianity. Our focus question will be:
Who is Jesus?

	Know that what is contained within sacred texts often shapes how people choose to live their lives and sacred texts therefore have some power.
Know that other sources can be used alongside sacred texts to help with understanding them.
Read simple passages of text from sacred texts.
Ask simple questions of sacred texts at word, sentence and text level and offering simple answers in response to reading.
Know that sacred texts are sources of beliefs.
Know that people will interpret what sacred texts mean differently.
Know that words and phrases in the original languages of sacred texts can tell readers more than is first obvious (exegesis).
	Ask 1-2 questions of believers/those with individual worldviews through interview in order to better understand their lived expression and beliefs. 
Develop a simple survey (2-3 questions) for those with specific worldviews to better understand their lived expression and beliefs.
Begin to understand the limitations of such methods - what do they not tell us?
Engage in simple exegesis to explain what a sacred text might mean. 
Interpret sacred art - simply thinking about what art might be showing to the viewer.
Begin to link lived expression of worldviews back to beliefs.
Analyse and annotate simple passages from sacred texts.
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	PHSE
 In PHSE we will be considering ‘Being me in my world’ and ‘Taking Care’. Children will work together to create a Class Charter and will consider how they show respect towards their peers and strategies to work as a team. 
We will use the NSPCC Pantosaurus resources to support children to understand that their body belongs to them and who they should speak to if something makes them feel worried or upset.

The final topic will be ‘Creating Pictures’ where the children will xplore digital art creation through the use of the digital art tool 2Paint A Picture.

	Music
 During the first half of the Autumn term, we will be focusing on call and response, relating this to that of animals.  The children We will chant different call and response patterns and created their own using untuned percussion instruments.  They will practice rhythm and pulse.  During the second half term, we will explore longer pieces of music looking at how music can tell a story through the use of different instruments.

Experiment with adapting rhythmic patterns by changing either the dynamics, tempo or instrument
Select and create short sequences of sound with voices or instruments to represent a given idea or character
Experiment with adapting rhythmic patterns by changing either the dynamics, tempo or instrument
