	Reading
In English we will be reading ‘Bold and Brave Women from Shakespeare’ by Shakespeare Birthplace Trust and ‘Exploring Space’ by The Literacy Company. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will read a range of stories, poems and information books. They will understand the meaning of new and tricky words, talk confidently about what they read, explain ideas, predict events, compare books and use evidence to explain characters’ feelings and authors’ language choices.

	Writing
Our writing will focus on the texts ‘Arthur and the Golden Rope’ by Joe Todd Stanton and ‘The Darkest Dark’ by Chris Hadfield. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will write clear, well-organised texts for different purposes. They will use varied sentence structures and punctuation, describe characters and settings in detail, link ideas smoothly, check and improve their work and choose words carefully to engage and inform the reader.

	Grammar Spelling and Punctuation
Through our focus texts, children will practice all aspects of the Year 5 Grammar, Spelling and Punctuation curriculum.

	By the end of the Spring term, children will spell more complex words accurately and understand why words are spelled that way. They will use grammar and punctuation confidently to link ideas, add detail, and make meaning clear, including using commas, clauses, verb forms, and dictionaries to check and improve their work.

	Mathematics
During the Spring term, children will look at the following areas of the Year 5 Mathematical curriculum- Number (Place value, Addition and Subtraction, Multiplication and Division, Decimals), Geometry (Properties of shape), Measurement (Length, Perimeter and Area) and Statistics

	By the end of the Spring term, children will confidently work with numbers up to 1,000,000, including reading, ordering and rounding them. They will add, subtract, multiply and divide using mental and written methods, solve multi-step problems, understand fractions and negative numbers and explore 2D and 3D shapes and their properties.

	Science
In Science, we will be studying the topic of ‘Earth and Space’. We will also by studying the topic ‘Lifecycles and reproduction’. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will learn about the Earth, Moon and Sun, including day and night, seasons and the solar system. They will also explore plant and animal life cycles. Children will ask their own scientific questions, carry out investigations, record results and explain what they find using scientific thinking.

	History (Second half of Spring term) 
In History we will be considering the key question ‘What was life like in Tudor England?’. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will know about Henry VIII, his wives and key events of the Tudor period. They will explore how power, punishment and propaganda were used, compare interpretations of the past, understand historical change and use a range of sources and terms to explain the lives and impact of people in in Tudor England. 


	Geography (First half of Spring term)
In Geography we will be considering the key question ‘Why do oceans matter?’. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will identify the Great Barrier Reef, understand positive and negative impacts of humans on reefs, use maps and digital tools and collect and represent data to answer geographical questions.

	Art (First half of Spring term)
We will be researching the artist, Elizabeth Catlett. Children will consider how lines and marks can communicate emotion and develop an understanding of how artists make marks and using shading to create depth. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will use lines, shapes, patterns, and textures to create expressive art that communicates ideas and emotions. They will develop their own style, experiment with different media, research and be inspired by artists, refine techniques like shading and sketching, and evaluate their own and others’ work to improve and make an impact on the audience.

	Design and Technology (Second half of Spring term)
In Design Technology, we will explore how to reinforce a beam to improve its strength and build a spaghetti truss bridge and wooden truss bridge.

	By the end of the Spring term, children will understand how to design and build strong structures, including spaghetti and wooden truss bridges. They will learn how to reinforce bridges using triangles, choose materials based on their properties, and understand how a material’s form and function affect the strength and appearance of their designs.

	Religion and Worldviews
Children will consider the key question ‘Why might ancient stories still be so important for religion and worldviews today?’. We will be considering the views of a range of religious and non-religious views to answer this question.

	By the end of the Spring term, children will understand how people interpret sacred texts across different religions, including Islam, Christianity, Judaism, and Hinduism. They will compare similar stories, explore beliefs and practices, explain the significance of religion for individuals and communities, and discuss ethical questions about what is right, fair and meaningful.

	Modern Foreign Languages (French)
We will be studying the units ‘At the market’ and ‘Clothes’. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will confidently use French to greet others, names fruits, vegetables, clothes and ask for specific quantities. They will listen, read, speak and write using simple and some complex sentences, ask and answer questions, express likes and dislikes, follow songs and stories and begin to use grammar like articles and plurals accurately.

	PHSE
 In PHSE we will be considering ‘Dreams and Goals’. We will also be investigating the ‘Healthy Me’ unit. In addition, the ‘Clever Never Goes’ unit is an important part of our whole school approach to child safe guarding. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will understand how to set and work towards goals, including choosing future jobs and learning from others around the world. They will know how to live healthily, understand risks like smoking, alcohol, and unsafe situations, practice basic first aid, resist peer pressure, and stay safe online and offline.

	Computing
Children will use 2DIY 3D, 2Design and 2Connect.

	By the end of the Spring term, children will plan, design, and create games and 3D models using computer-aided design. They will write and debug programs, use logical reasoning, work with sequences, variables, and algorithms, create and present concept maps, use software and the internet safely and effectively, and collect, analyse and share digital information responsibly.

	P. E
In PE we will be taking part in Handball, Dance and Tennis sessions. We will also be participating in a weekly bowls session at Welford Bowls Club. 

	By the end of the Spring term, children will understand how speed, strength, agility, balance, coordination, and stamina support performance in sports. They will develop attacking and defending skills, apply rules and tactics in games, perform dance sequences with control, plan warm-ups, work collaboratively, and evaluate their own and others’ performance for fitness, health, and improvement.

	Music
During the Spring term, children will study the units ‘Composition notation’ and ‘Blues’.

	By the end of the Spring term, children will understand how music is structured and expressed using pitch, rhythm, chords, and tempo. They will compose, improvise and perform music individually and in groups, use staff and graphic notation, discuss and refine musical choices with confidence, and explore emotion and style through singing, instruments and multi-layered compositions.
