Happy New Year!!  Welcome back to the Spring Term at Cressview classroom.

As last term, Cressview offers a broad range of activities and subjects which will be adapted to meet your child’s needs as well as their EHC plan. Focused learning (informed by assessment and their individual SEND needs) will be provided daily either individually or in small groups and will focus on reading, writing, maths and communication and interaction/emotional regulation.  There will also be weekly sessions incorporating our topic area with a focus on History, Geography and Science, Computing, Art and Design, Design and Technology, PE, Music, Cooking as well as PSHE.  

During registration each morning, children start their day with fine motor and handwriting activities, reading and communication and interaction tasks designed to meet the outcomes of their EHC Plans. This is also a time for the children to set their timetables with an adult and discuss the day ahead.  Sensory breaks will continue to be provided as and when required according to your child’s individual needs and there will be further opportunity to complete sensory circuits.

During the morning, children will follow a structured timetable. English and Maths skills will be developed alongside support for children’s communication and interaction needs. Throughout all learning, children will be developing an awareness of their feelings and emotions, helping them to develop strategies to enhance self-regulation skills.

English:

Reading - Children will be provided with individual reading books and read regularly to a member of Cressview staff.  This book will be sent home daily for your child to share it at home as well. Please ensure this is in their bag each day for school. They will share a range of texts for English and topic work relating to Ourselves through narrative and non-fiction.  They will also use visual literacy and short films.  Children will listen to stories daily read by an adult. Where appropriate, children will follow the school’s Little Wandle phonics scheme to support gaps in their phonic knowledge.

Speaking and Listening – Children will be focusing on verbal storytelling and role play to support their writing; listening and responding to the contributions of adults and peers and their different viewpoints and extending their vocabulary. There will be adult support and intervention to support children’s communication and social interaction while on the playground and when initially joining the mainstream cohorts.

Writing Composition – Our writing this term will be based on the texts ‘Peace At Last’ by Jill Murphy and ‘Someone Just Like You’ by Helen Docherty. Pupils will focus on orally retelling a story and drawing images and mark-making to write labels to represent the stories.  They will also use ‘Colourful Semantics’ which is a speech therapy approach using colours to teach sentence structure and meaning, helping pupils build longer, more complex sentences by associating parts like 'Who?' (orange), 'What doing?' (yellow), 'What?' (green), and 'Where?' (blue) with colours, gradually adding more elements like 'When?' or adjectives as they progress. 

Handwriting – Children will be practicing both fine and gross motor skills to support the development of their letter formation and will complete daily handwriting sessions using Letter Join.

Spellings – Children will have their own focus spellings each week based upon high frequency words or exception words. Some children will complete Precision spelling interventions.
Maths – This term’s topics are Number and Place Value; Properties of Shapes; Addition and Subtraction, Multiplication and Division and Measurement (length and height); Position and Direction. Our learning will follow the pattern of:
1. Concrete (the opportunity to work with physical objects/concrete resources, in order to bring the maths to life and to build understanding of what they are doing)
2. Pictorial representations, (making links to the concrete to help children to reason and to solve problems)
3. Abstract (with the support of both the concrete and pictorial representations, children can develop their understanding of abstract methods). 
Children will complete the same areas of maths at the level appropriate to them.
Science – Our topic this term for your child in Cressview will be I am a Scientist.  They will explore ways to make objects move; explore different sounds; explore whether objects float or sink; explore freezing and melting and explore how light makes shadows.

PSHE – Children will be completing PSHE at the appropriate level for them following the school Jigsaw scheme. This term’s topics are Dreams and Goals and Healthy Me.  The pupils will also learn about Clever Never Goes How to stay safe when pupils are outside or online. Throughout the term, children will be supported to understand their own sensory needs with the support of staff.  We will continue to use Zones of Regulation on an ongoing basis in Cressview.

Art & Design – Our focus is Craft and Design: Woven Wonders.  Pupils will learn how to weave and wrap materials; adjust their wrapping technique if something doesn’t work well; show that they are choosing materials based on colour, thickness and flexibility and attach things securely in their box loom.

Design & Technology – Our focus this term for your child is Junk Modelling.  Your child will explore and investigate the tools and materials in the junk modelling area; develop scissor skills and investigate cutting different materials; learn how to plan and select the resources needed to make a model; verbally plan and create a junk model and share a finished model.

Music – Your child will explore a range of musical instruments and investigate loud and quiet sounds linked to the story ‘Peace At Last’.

Computing – Your child will learn about how to stay safe online and explore the skills of touch typing.  They will learn how to type letters, numbers and capitals and practice typing simple words to create sentences.

PE – Our focus will initially be on Ball Skills.  Pupils will learn fundamental ball skills, looking at performing these skills with increasing control and accuracy using co-ordination and balance; social skills (safety, cooperation, support, communication); emotional skills (honesty, confidence, perseverance, determination), and thinking skills (comprehension, decision-making, creativity). We will also focus on Gymnastics, with pupils exploring basic gymnastic actions on the floor and apparatus to develop short sequences.  They will develop an awareness of compositional devices when creating sequences to include the use of shapes, levels and directions.

Forest School - The children will complete a range of activities out in the Forest School area, such as scavenger hunts, building shelters, exploring nature, and working together on practical outdoor tasks, to develop confidence, cooperation, and a deeper connection with the natural environment.

Attention Autism (Bucket Therapy) – Your child will access a daily intervention which aims to work on the fundamentals of language including awareness of others, attention, listening, shared attention, switching attention and turn taking.

TACPAC – Some children will be invited to participate in TACPAC which draws together music and touch to create a structured half hour of sensory communication between the child and adult. All children will have sensory opportunities to aid regulation and experience calm and relaxation.

Every Friday morning, we will be cooking in Cressview and your child may bring home what they have made in a container.  Please can this be washed and returned to school.



	Daily requirements:

Your child needs to bring a water bottle every day. If your child prefers squash, please send this in a named bottle which we can keep in school to refill their bottle during the day.

Please provide a snack for morning break (NB We are a nut free school – please ensure there are no nuts in snacks provided)

Your child will bring a book home every day along with a reading record. Your child will need their reading book and reading record daily in school so please ensure both are returned. Please share the book with your child at home and comment in the reading record.  

Tuesday: Cressview small group PE session – children to come in PE clothes for school. 
Thursday: Cressview Forest School (Please provide long trousers, a waterproof coat and outdoor shoes).
