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SCIENCE POLICY

Rationale
We will develop pupils’ curiosity, skills and a growing understanding of science knowledge through an approach in which pupils raise questions and investigate the world in which they live.
Aims
· To deliver the Science Programmes of Study of the National Curriculum.
· To promote learning of scientific knowledge through a variety of teaching styles.
· To develop investigational skills through relevant practical tasks.
· To promote positive attitudes towards science.
· To be aware of the role that science and scientists play in the modern world.

Guidelines
· Long term planning for science is based on the Programme of Study laid out in the National Curriculum. 
· Kapow resources are used for medium term planning. 
· Differentiation of activities are made in the short-term planning as appropriate to the pupils being taught: based upon their prior knowledge, understanding and skills.
· Science investigations are linked to the knowledge being taught.
· The assessment of knowledge and skills are planned for as part of the teaching process. Summative assessment takes place at the end of each half term, based on teacher assessment.
· Assessment data is reported to the Head Teacher termly, during Pupil Progress meetings. 
· The guidelines for safety - ASE ‘Be Safe’ - are a minimum requirement of health and safety standards. 
· Pupils are organised into groups and encouraged to work co-operatively for science work. The group size will be determined by the age, task and ability of the pupils.
· A wide range of teaching and learning styles are used.
· Pupils are taught to use a wide range of appropriate recording methods. 
· Pupils are given effective feedback in line with the school’s marking policy and given time to respond to the feedback from teachers.
· Displays of science work are used to consolidate science knowledge and raise the profile of science in the school. 
· Resources linked to the science topics are stored in the science shed.
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Role of the Subject Lead

The role of the Science Subject Lead is to:
· be responsible for the development of science in school.
· monitor the effectiveness of the science curriculum in school.
· support teachers in their planning and assessment of science.
· disseminate new information to staff.
· provide / organise staff training. 
· be responsible for providing appropriate science resources.
· liaise with secondary schools to ensure continuity.


Supporting SEND / PP pupils in Science

We will ensure that all children can access the science curriculum regardless of additional needs. Where children have additional needs, which may prevent them accessing learning, measures will be put in place to overcome these barriers. These may include:
· Support from additional adults.  
· Pre-teaching interventions to give children the opportunity to ‘close the gap’ in areas where there are difficulties. This will enable children to be more prepared to access the new learning that is introduced in the main classroom teaching.
· Different types of activity to cater for a greater range of learning styles.
· Different ways of recording their science knowledge. 
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
