Summary of Discussion:  
Wellbeing Day feedback:
Lots of positive feedback from the children about their experiences on Wellbeing Day.  Some of what was said:
Yr4- Some people liked having lunch with yr 2 as they found it much quieter.  They liked their being fewer people (only 2 classes) in the hall.  They liked packed lunches and hot dinners being able to sit together.  Liked having younger children.  All enjoyed Just Dance.  Longer playtime- time to play a game.  Liked the idea of kind messages with chalk.  Liked calm colouring.
-Idea for improvement- smaller jump between the year groups that are eating together.
Yr6- Needed longer on the parachute/ Now Press Play activity.  Liked longer break- but could have been unfair with football turns if the weather had been dry, may need to split up the longer session.
R- enjoyed fireworks yoga.  Enjoyed Now Press Play.
Yr 1- Positive about all of it.
Yr 2- Enjoyed Lunch with yr 4, Just Dance.  Would like longer lunch break.
Yr 3- Liked making and testing volcanoes.

General Feedback:
Yr 4 Buddy stop- maybe add a bench?  The stop that is on the top playground- near the fake grass, people waiting at this stop get muddled with the people just chatting.  Can’t see the sign- perhaps we need to consider a relocation. But yr 6 concerned people would just sit on it whether they needed a Buddy or not.

Big Walk and Wheel:
School will be taking part (and competing with other schools) from 16th- 27th March to increase the percentage of children in our school having an active journey to school (walk, cycle, scoot, skate).  We explained that no one was being told they couldn’t drive, some children live to far away.  However, they could be encouraged to park a little further away in the village and then actively travel the last part of their journey.
