	An overview of Our Summer Curriculum


	Reading
Children will enjoy stories such as Dogger and Goldilocks and Just the One Bear, along with a range of poems. They will practise predicting what might happen next, asking and answering questions about the text, learning new vocabulary, and improving their reading skills by tackling unfamiliar words, punctuation, and Phase 5 phonics sounds.


	Writing
Children will base their work on the stories they are reading, focusing on non‑fiction writing such as sea animal fact files and a report about bears. They will practise spelling their surname correctly, using capital letters and punctuation, adding prefixes and suffixes, and joining ideas together to write simple, well‑organised non‑fiction texts.


	Mathematics
Children will develop their understanding of number, shape, measure and time. They will practise counting to 100 and beyond, adding and subtracting, learning about multiplication, division and fractions, exploring 2D and 3D shapes, measuring length and capacity, telling the time, and solving simple problems using these skills.


	Science: Introduction to Plants (1st Half Summer)
Making connections: Investigating Science Through Stories (2nd Half Summer)
Children will learn about plants by naming common garden and wild plants, identifying parts of a plant, and observing how plants grow and change. They will also develop their scientific skills by asking questions, making observations, collecting data, and investigating ideas through stories and hands‑on activities.


	History (2nd Half Summer): How have explorers changed the world? 
Children will learn about famous explorers such as Christopher Columbus, Dame Ellen MacArthur, Matthew Henson and Mary Kingsley. They will explore how exploration has changed over time by looking at images, sequencing events, and discussing why these explorers were important and how they helped shape the world.


	Geography (1st Half Summer): What is it like to live in Shanghai?
Children will learn about what it is like to live in Shanghai by locating the UK and China on a world map and exploring physical and human features. They will compare Shanghai to our local area using maps, photographs and simple sketch drawings.


	Art (1st Half Summer): Woven Wonders 
Children will explore weaving through the theme Woven Wonders, learning that craft can be both creative and practical. They will experiment with weaving using paper and wool, take inspiration from artist Cecilia Vicuña, and develop skills such as measuring, joining materials, sharing ideas, and showing resilience when things don’t go to plan.

	Design and Technology (2nd Half Summer): Food- fruit and vegetables
Children will learn about different fruits and vegetables and where they come from. They will practise preparing food safely by making a healthy smoothie, designing a smoothie carton, and tasting and comparing ingredients before evaluating their finished work.

	Religious Education: How do people with similar religion or worldviews share and celebrate beliefs?
Children will learn about different religions and worldviews, focusing on worship, festivals, ceremonies and special objects that are important to people. They will be encouraged to discuss ideas, reflect on beliefs, identify feelings, and share their own thoughts and questions.

	PSHE: Relationships; Changing Me
Children will learn about relationships, families and friendships, including how to be a good friend, show respect, and manage feelings. They will also learn about how they grow and change, understanding that everyone is unique, and how to ask for help if they feel worried about changes. Please see further details sent out from the office regarding the Changing Me PSHE learning.


	Computing: Coding, spreadsheets, technology outside of school
The children will be continuing to developing their confidence in logging on and off to Purple Mash and using the program to develop their computing skills.  They will reinforce their knowledge about how to keep themselves safe online.

	P. E: Yoga, Country Dancing, Athletics, Team Building, Striking and Fielding.
Children will take part in a range of activities including yoga, dance, athletics and team games. They will develop movement skills such as running, jumping, throwing and striking, while learning about teamwork, mindfulness, following rules, and how exercise affects their bodies.

	Music: Pitch- Superheroes Theme (1st half); Musical symbols- Under the Sea (2nd half)
Children will explore pitch and musical symbols through fun themes such as superheroes and Under the Sea. They will practise keeping a steady beat, recognising high and low sounds, playing simple rhythms, and working together to create and perform music.
