	Reading

	In the summer term, children will enjoy reading a wide range of texts, including stories, poems and non‑fiction. They will build their understanding of new vocabulary using prefixes, suffixes and root words, and learn how to use features such as contents pages, indexes and glossaries to find information. Lessons will focus on developing strong comprehension skills, such as making predictions, summarising key points and answering questions that require them to explain their thinking using evidence from the text. Children will also talk about how authors use language and structure to create an effect, including spotting the difference between fact and opinion.

	Writing

	The children will use high‑quality texts and animations to inspire their writing, including narratives, descriptive pieces and a non‑fiction script for a TV news report. They will learn how to write for different audiences and purposes, planning their ideas and building on what they have read or researched. Children will focus on using effective vocabulary, varied grammar, punctuation and clear organisation to make their writing engaging and easy to follow. They will develop characters, settings and atmosphere in stories, use dialogue to move the action on, and apply editing skills by checking tense, spelling and punctuation, as well as reviewing and improving their own and others’ work.

	Grammar, Spelling and Punctuation

	This term, children will build confidence using a wide range of grammar and punctuation to improve the clarity and impact of their writing. They will practise using expanded noun phrases, conjunctions, direct speech punctuation, apostrophes, brackets, dashes and commas for parenthesis, as well as semi‑colons and colons in sentences and lists. Children will also learn how to use formal language, passive and subjunctive forms, cohesive devices to link ideas across paragraphs, and layout features such as headings and tables. Spelling work will focus on words endings ‑ant, ‑ance/‑ancy, ‑ent, ‑ence/‑ency, words with hyphens, and homophones, alongside proofreading for spelling and punctuation accuracy.


	Mathematics

	During the summer term, children will review and consolidate their learning across all areas of the Year 6 maths curriculum. This includes number and place value, the four operations, fractions, decimals and percentages, ratio and algebra, as well as measurement, geometry and statistics. Lessons will focus on strengthening fluency, reasoning and problem‑solving skills, helping children apply what they know confidently and accurately as they prepare for secondary school.

	Science

	Electricity - Children will revisit and build on their understanding of electricity by identifying and comparing different components in circuits, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers. They will explore how circuits work, how changes affect brightness or volume, and learn to use recognised symbols to draw and interpret circuit diagrams.
Healthy Bodies - Children will learn about the human circulatory system, identifying the heart, blood, and blood vessels and understanding their roles in transporting nutrients and water around the body. They will also explore how diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle choices affect how our bodies function and stay healthy.

	History (Second half of summer term)  

	Who Should Feature on the £10 Banknote? Children will explore the achievements and legacies of different historical figures by examining banknotes and carrying out their own research, learning how to judge historical significance. To celebrate the unit, there will be a themed history day where children can dress up as the historical figure they believe deserves to feature on the £10 banknote.

	Geography (First half of summer term)

	Can I Carry Out an Independent Fieldwork Enquiry? Children will learn how to design and carry out their own geography enquiry by identifying local issues, asking relevant questions and choosing appropriate methods to collect and map data using OS maps and digital tools. We will make the most of our local geography by visiting the river, where children will gather evidence, describe the enquiry process and explain the outcomes of their findings.

	Art (First half of summer term)

	Sculpture and 3D: Making Memories - In their final art unit at primary school, children will create three 3D sculptures using clay, wire and cardboard, reflecting their experiences and happy memories from their time at the school in either a literal or abstract way, inspired by the work of Yinka Shonibare, Judith Scott and Nicola Anthony. They will design and make a memory box to house their sculptures, and will review and evaluate their work as they reflect on their creative journey.

	Design and Technology (Second half of summer term)

	Textiles: Waistcoats - Always a firm favourite with the children, our final creative project involves designing and making a waistcoat for a stuffed toy. The children learn how to meet specific design criteria, use templates to cut fabric accurately, sew a neat and strong running stitch, add decorative stitches, and evaluate their finished product using key vocabulary such as fabric, design criteria and target customer.

	Religion and Worldviews

	As part of the Coventry and Warwickshire syllabus, children will explore big questions about truth through philosophy and theology, considering what truth is and where it might be found. They will look at ideas from non‑religious viewpoints as well as beliefs from Christianity, Hinduism and Islam, thinking about how different worldviews understand and explain truth.

	Modern Foreign Languages (French)

	By exploring life in France, children will build on their language skills through speaking, listening, reading and writing. They will learn about French café culture, food and drink vocabulary and ordering through creating menus and café role‑plays, as well as celebrating language learning by understanding texts, writing recipes, giving presentations about themselves and applying their skills to another language.

	PHSE

	Relationships - Children will learn that it is important to look after their own mental health and explore ways they can do this. They will learn about the stages of grief and different types of loss, understand that some people may try to gain power or control over others, and learn about online safety, including how to use technology safely and positively to communicate with friends and family.
Changing Me - Children will learn how girls’ and boys’ bodies change during puberty and the importance of looking after themselves physically and emotionally. They will learn how a baby develops from conception through the nine months of pregnancy and how it is born, understand how physical attraction can change the nature of relationships, explore the importance of self‑esteem, and reflect on what they are looking forward to and what may worry them about the transition to secondary school.

	Computing

	Introduction to Python - Children will begin learning text‑based coding by comparing block code with text code and exploring how code can be used to produce text output. They will also work with different data types to build confidence in writing and understanding simple Python programs.
Spreadsheets - Children will learn how to enter and organise data in spreadsheets, including using formulae to calculate results. They will apply these skills to solve real‑life problems using spreadsheets effectively.
Binary - Children will explore how data is represented in digital systems using binary and learn how to count in binary numbers. This will help them understand how computers store and process information.

	P. E.

	Across all PE units, children will build confidence, teamwork and fitness, while reflecting on and improving their performance.
Golf
Children will learn the basic principles of golf, practising putting and chipping and choosing appropriate shots for long and short games. They will use key vocabulary to recognise improvement and design their own golf course.
Athletics
Children will develop sprinting, jumping and throwing techniques, focusing on power and control. They will also work together to practise measuring, timing and recording events.
Rounders
Children will develop batting, bowling and fielding skills, learning how to make effective decisions during games, including using long and short fielding.
Outdoor Adventure Activity
Children will take part in team challenges that develop communication, collaboration and problem‑solving skills.

	Music

	Composing and Performing a Leavers’ Song - Children will work together to compose and perform a leavers’ song, exploring musical features, rhyme patterns and melody while fitting lyrics to a four‑chord backing track. They will create and record melodies using tuned percussion and letter notation, before performing the final song with confidence as a celebration of their time at primary school.
