	Reading
In English we will be reading the ‘Pollution: a look behind the scenes’ by The Literacy Company and ‘African Tales: A Barefoot Collection’ by Gcina Mhlophe and Rachel Griffin. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will read a range of stories, poems and information books. They will understand the meaning of new and tricky words, talk confidently about what they read, explain ideas, predict events, compare books and use evidence to explain characters’ feelings and authors’ language choices.

	Writing
Our writing will focus on the texts ‘The Paperbag Prince’ by Colin Thompson and ‘Radiant Child- The story of young artist Jean-Michel Basquiat’ by Javaka Steptoe. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will write clear, well-organised texts for different purposes. They will use varied sentence structures and punctuation, describe characters and settings in detail, link ideas smoothly, check and improve their work and choose words carefully to engage and inform the reader.

	Grammar Spelling and Punctuation
Through our focus texts, children will practice all aspects of the Year 5 Grammar, Spelling and Punctuation curriculum.

	By the end of the Summer term, children will spell more complex words accurately and understand why words are spelled that way. They will use grammar and punctuation confidently to link ideas, add detail, and make meaning clear, including using commas, clauses, verb forms, and dictionaries to check and improve their work.

	Mathematics
During the Summer term, children will look at the following areas of the Year 5 Mathematical curriculum- Number (Multiplication and Division, Fractions, Place Value, Addition and Subtraction, Percentages), Geometry (Properties of Shape, Position and Direction), Measurement (Perimeter and Area, Volume and Capacity) and Statistics.

	By the end of the Summer term, children will confidently work with numbers up to 1,000,000, including reading, ordering and rounding them. They will add, subtract, multiply and divide using mental and written methods, solve multi-step problems, understand fractions and negative numbers and explore 2D and 3D shapes and their properties.

	Science
In Science, we will be studying the topics of ‘Forces and space’ and ‘Animals: Human timeline’. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will learn about forces such as gravity, friction, air and water resistance, including how mechanisms like levers, pulleys and gears affect movement, alongside learning about the human life cycle from growth to puberty and mammal gestation. They will develop scientific enquiry skills by planning fair tests, using appropriate equipment, recording and presenting data, and explaining results using scientific vocabulary.

	History (Second half of Spring term) 
In History we will be considering the key question ‘What is the legacy of the Ancient Greek civilisation?’. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will learn about Ancient Greece, including where and when the Greeks lived, their beliefs, key differences between Athens and Sparta, and the influence of democracy and philosophy. They will use a range of sources to explore how the past is represented, develop historical vocabulary, and explain how key events impacted different groups in society.

	Geography (First half of Spring term)
In Geography we will be considering the key question ‘Would you like to live in the desert?’. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will learn about desert biomes, exploring their key features, human uses, challenges, and how they compare with other environments. They will develop geographical skills by locating regions, identifying physical and human features, and using maps and digital tools to investigate climate, landscapes, settlement, trade and natural resources.


	Art (First half of Spring term)
This unit focuses on architecture and developing children’s skills of observational drawing, printmaking and building design. Children will explore architectural elements, analyse the work of Friedensreich Hundertwasser and create meaningful monuments. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will develop their artistic skills through observational drawing, printmaking, and architectural design, using composition and research to inspire their work. They will use sketchbooks to record ideas, experiment with materials, combine media, and independently develop and evaluate their creative outcomes.

	Design and Technology (Second half of Spring term)
In Design Technology we will be learning a simple bolognese recipe and adapting it to improve nutritional content. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will learn where food comes from, including the farm‑to‑fork process, and how ingredients are produced while exploring ways recipes can be adapted to meet different nutritional needs. They will develop practical cooking and design skills by researching and adapting recipes, using safe preparation techniques, and creating, evaluating and packaging their own food products.

	Religion and Worldviews
Children will consider the key question ‘Do religions change or stay the same?’. We will be considering the views of a range of religious and non-religious views to answer this question.

	By the end of the Summer term, children will learn how religions and worldviews can change over time while recognising shared values, diversity and continuity across traditions such as Sikhism, Buddhism and Christianity. They will develop understanding by explaining beliefs and values, using belief data to explore societal change, and expressing their own views on ethical issues such as fairness, truth and justice.

	Modern Foreign Languages (French)
We will be studying the units ‘Out of this world’ and ‘Going to the seaside’.

	By the end of the Summer term, children will learn key French vocabulary and structures, including planets, seaside language, adjectives, and phrases such as on peut to describe activities. They will develop speaking, listening, reading and writing skills through conversations, songs and texts, using grammar knowledge to create accurate sentences and short pieces of writing.

	PHSE
 In PHSE we will be considering ‘Relationships’. We will also be investigating the ‘Changing Me’ unit.

	By the end of the Summer term, children will learn how to build self-esteem, recognise early warning signs in unsafe or uncomfortable situations (including online), and develop strategies to resist peer pressure and make positive choices. They will also learn about puberty, physical and emotional changes, and how babies are conceived, including IVF, while reflecting on milestones as they grow into teenagers.

	Computing
Children will use Purple Chip to write a program on a computer that responds with an externally connect device. Children will also explore how to program a micro:bit device. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will learn how to program devices such as the micro:bit to respond to sensors and inputs, creating interactive games, quizzes and simulations while applying key coding concepts like variables, IF/THEN statements and event-based programming. They will develop practical skills by designing, testing, debugging and uploading programs, using emulators and real devices to refine and share their work.

	P. E
In PE we will be taking part in Football, Athletics and Cricket sessions. We will also be participating in a weekly bowls session at Welford Bowls Club.

	By the end of the Summer term, children will understand how speed, strength, agility, balance, coordination, and stamina support performance in sports. They will develop attacking and defending skills, apply rules and tactics in games, perform dance sequences with control, plan warm-ups, work collaboratively, and evaluate their own and others’ performance for fitness, health, and improvement

	                                                         Music
During the Summer term, children will be learning a range of musical skills through learning to play the ukulele. 

	By the end of the Summer term, children will explore music from different cultures and traditions, including songs in other languages, while developing understanding of key musical concepts such as rhythm, pitch, dynamics, timbre and chords. They will build performance, composition and appraisal skills by singing in parts, creating multi-layered pieces, using notation and confidently evaluating music using appropriate vocabulary.
