	Reading
In English we will be reading and studying ‘The Usborne Illustrated Atlas of Britain and Ireland’ by Struan Reid and ‘Egyptian Cinderella’ by Shirley Clime. We will develop our reading fluency and practice adding intonation when reading.

	During the summer term, pupils will develop strong reading skills, helping them understand themes, vocabulary and key features. They will practise finding main ideas, summarising information and answering questions using evidence from the text. Through discussion, they will learn how authors use language and structure to create meaning, atmosphere and interest. Pupils will also build confidence by asking questions, making predictions and using tools such as dictionaries and thesauruses to support their understanding.

	Writing
In English, we will be studying the texts ‘Journey’ by Aaron Becker and ‘Zeraffa Giraffa’ by Dianne Hoffmeyer.  We will write an adventure story using language by Berlie Doherty. To finish the term, we will write a persuasive guide for visiting Zeraffa at the Jardin des Plantes in Paris.

	Children will learn how to plan and organise their writing by sequencing events and grouping related ideas into paragraphs. They will practise writing for different purposes, using dialogue, correct tense and an appropriate narrative voice. Pupils will learn how to write directly for the reader and use key features such as subheadings and opening and closing statements. They will also develop skills in editing and evaluating their own and others’ work to improve spelling, punctuation, grammar and vocabulary.

	Grammar Spelling and Punctuation
Through our focus texts, we will continue to consolidate and expand our grammar, spelling and punctuation skills, applying these within our writing.

	Children will learn to use conjunctions, adverbs and prepositions to link ideas, choose the correct tense and apply prefixes to build vocabulary. Pupils will practise writing and punctuating direct speech correctly, using a range of dialogue words and organising conversations clearly. 

	Mathematics
We will look at Number (place value, addition and subtraction, multiplication and division), Fractions, Geometry (properties of 2D and 3D shapes), Measurement (length, mass and money) and Statistics. 

	Children will develop their maths skills by building confidence with numbers up to 1,000, including place value, addition, subtraction and working with money. They will learn key multiplication and division facts, explore fractions and measure length using standard units. Pupils will also recognise and describe 2D shapes and interpret data using charts, tables and pictograms. 

	Science
We will be learning how plants grow and identifying the function of parts of a flowering plant.  We will also be working scientifically to carry out a full scientific enquiry.

	This term, children will revisit the knowledge about plants, including their parts, life cycles and how they grow, as well as revising the human body, healthy eating and movement. They will also revisit forces and materials, friction, rocks and how shadows are formed. Throughout the unit, pupils will develop their scientific skills by asking questions, carrying out investigations and explaining what they have observed.

	History (second half term)
This term, children will learn about Ancient Egypt, including the River Nile, gods and goddesses, and mummification. 
They will also explore how we learn about the past using clues like the Rosetta Stone.

	This term, children will learn about prehistoric Britain, the Ancient Egyptians and how life has changed over time. They will use timelines and archaeological evidence to understand the past, recognising that some evidence is missing or unclear. Children will compare different periods and explain which they would prefer to live in, using evidence to support their ideas.

	Geography (First half of Spring term)
We will begin to understand the different types of settlements found in the UK and understand how it is used.  We will explore our immediate local area, including investigating how it has changed over time.  Finally, we will compare our local area to New Delhi, India.

	This term, children will develop their understanding of geography by learning about the UK and the wider world, including counties, cities, regions and important rivers. They will explore how people use land and natural resources and learn about different types of settlements, such as urban and rural areas. Pupils will build map and fieldwork skills by using atlases, OS maps and digital maps to locate places, follow routes and interpret symbols and scale. They will also ask and answer geographical questions, collect data and compare how different environments affect the way people live.

	Art
We will learn how to create Ancient Egyptian scrolls as a method of communicating information.  We will make paper to enable us to create our work using relevant materials and then apply our learning to the modern day.

	This term, children will develop their art skills by exploring line, pattern and texture and by experimenting with a range of materials and techniques. They will use sketchbooks to research ideas, plan designs and reflect on their work, before creating final pieces such as handmade paper, scrolls and zines. Pupils will learn how artists from the past used different materials and tools and how art can communicate ideas, stories and beliefs. 

	Design and Technology
We will learn how to use cross-stich and applique in our work to design and make an 
Ancient Egyptian collar out of fabric.

	The children will design and create an Egyptian collar, learning how textiles can be decorated and strengthened using techniques such as appliqué and stitching. They will develop skills in choosing materials, cutting fabric and sewing as they decorate their collars with beads and embellishments to match their own designs. Finally, they will evaluate their finished product and reflect on how well it meets its intended purpose.

	Religion and Worldviews
Continuing the new Coventry and Warwickshire syllabus, we will be exploring what religion and worldviews tell us about conflict, peace, forgiveness and reconciliation and is that important.

	This topic helps children understand how different religions and worldviews explain conflict, peace, forgiveness and reconciliation, and why these ideas matter in everyday life. Pupils will learn how people from Christian, Jewish, Muslim, Hindu, Pagan and non‑religious backgrounds think about making peace and restoring relationships. 

	PSHE
In the first half term, we shall look at relationships which includes family roles and responsibilities, friendships, keeping safe online and being a global citizen.   During the second half term, we will study the topic ‘Changing Me’.

	   Children will learn about family life, friendships and growing up, including different family roles, children’s rights and challenging unfair stereotypes. They will explore how humans and animals grow and change, including learning about babies, caring relationships and the physical and emotional changes that happen as we get older. Children will also develop important life skills such as managing feelings, staying safe online, resolving conflicts and knowing who to ask for help.

	Computing
During our Computing lessons this term we will be learning about coding and presenting.

	Children will develop their computing skills through programming activities, learning how to read flowcharts, use timers, repeats and debug their own programs. They will explore how on-screen objects move and build confidence by testing and improving their work. Children will also learn how to use PowerPoint to create effective presentations, including adding text, images, video, audio, animations and transitions. 

	P.E.
During our PE lessons this term we will have dodgeball and cricket.  In games lessons we will be 
learning about athletics and football.

	In PE this term, children will take part in a wide range of activities.  They will develop key physical skills such as running, jumping, throwing, catching and batting and learn how to use these confidently in games. Pupils will also build teamwork, communication and thinking skills by working together, using tactics and reflecting on how to improve.

	Music
This term we will be exploring how music makes the world a better place and using our imagination to 
compose our own melody.

	The children will explore a range of musical styles including jazz, ragtime and traditional Indian music. They will learn about key musical ideas such as rhythm, melody and layers of sound through singing, playing instruments, composing and beginning to improvise together. Children will also talk about their musical choices, reflect on their work and build confidence by performing and giving constructive feedback.

	French
In French, we will be revising the numbers 11 – 20 and colours as well as learning nouns for fruit, vegetable and picnic items and using these in sentences. 

	In French, children will learn how to talk about food and drink, including fruits, vegetables and picnic items, and enjoy stories linked to these topics. They will practise asking politely, writing simple requests and taking part in short conversations. Pupils will also learn how to say where they live and ask others the same question in French. The unit encourages speaking, listening, creativity and confidence through storytelling and role play.
